Government Relations
The chair responds to all action alerts from National APSE and other organizations supporting community-based services, and disseminates all action alerts to all board members, committee members and general membership. In conjunction with the co-presidents and vice presidents represents IN-APSE at all statewide advocacy events. The chair will communicate concerns and recommendations to the board. The chair will coordinate with all other committees as needed. The chair will develop a committee budget to submit to the board. The chair is responsible to communicate with the National chapter liaison regarding legislative issues that have a national impact.

· Maintain contact with National APSE legislative liaison

· Addresses issues, policies, and legislative matters to promote and effect systems change through position statements and agenda items.

· Disseminates with approval of the board IN-APSE position statements and editorials to membership, policy makers, legislators, and others.

· Develop long-range plans to eliminate barriers to employment and promote supported employment throughout Indiana and the nation.
· Submit articles to the INAPSE newsletter.

· Forward timely and pertinent information to the regional vice presidents for dissemination.
