Be it enacted by the Legistature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. (a) This act shall be known as and cited as the Kansas
employment first initiative act.

(h) 1t is hereby declared to be the poliey of the state of Kansas that
the competitive and integrated emploviment of persons with disabilities
in communities of Kansas shall be a lirst priority in the state and that
public and private enmplovers shall participate in the effort.

Sec. 2. () All state agencies as defined by K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 75-
6102, and amendments thereto, shall coordinate efforts to encourage the
employment of disabled persons in Kansas communities and shall collab-
orate within and among such agencies to ensure that state programs.
policies, procedures and funding support competitive and integrated em-
ployment of individuals with disabilities in the public and private sector.

(b)  State agencies are authorized to adopt rules and regulations to
implement this act.

Sce. 3. (a) There is hereby established a Kansas employment first
oversight commission consisting of 21 members. The commigsion shall
consist of the following members who shall serve for two-vear terms:
